Don’t worry if the work you produce seems unresolved and isn’t perfect. 

It is an important part of the creative process to try out new things and 

to make creative decisions based on what works and what doesn’t.  

 

And don’t worry if you try something that doesn’t work. Showing 

creativity is more important at this stage. Remember you can refine your 

work and produce a more finished result by spending more time on you 

work.
